Canon J R Hall canon Hall has died, aged 92 years.

From Belturbet, Rev Hall was ordained in 1949 and served
curacies in Seagoe and Christ Church, Lisburn. He was
Incumbent at St. Michael’s, Belfast, from 1959 to 1966, and
then at Finaghy until he retired in 1969. In 1991, he became
Chaplain to the Ulster Regiment and served with distinction
in that position for all ten years that Jim Tweedie was
Commanding Officer. ‘He was a totally dedicated priest and
pastor to his people,” commented Mr Tweedie.
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People Profile - Paul Crowe Paul was born into a CLB family.

His father, Harold, was the well-respected Captain of the Christ Church,
Lisburn, Company. It was no surprise that Paul and his brothers, David
and Stephen, became members of the CLB. Paul was involved with the
Christ Church Company as a member and an Officer for nearly forty years.

After studying architecture in England, Paul went to work for Todd
Architects, later buying into the Practice and nowadays is its Managing
Director. Presently, Paul is the President of the Royal Society of Ulster
Architects and represents Northern Ireland with a seat on the Royal
Institute of British Architects (RIBA).

Todd Architects has been involved in several major projects in Belfast
including Citibank, Belfast Met, Titanic Studios and the Public Record
Office for Northern Ireland (PRONI). Probably the firm’s most prestigious
project involved the building of Titanic Belfast’s iconic structure. Paul was
the lead architect on this venture which had a very large team, took three
years to build and cost in the region of £90,000,000.
